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Is this a difficult time for craft? Perhaps, says
TF Chan, director of contemporary craft and
design fair Collect, which opens on February 27
at London’s Somerset House. But where there
are challenges, there are opportunities. “It is
true that the wider art market is in a moment of
change,” he says, acknowledging a decline in
sales. But, “In an age of decreasing attention
spans and a culture of instant gratification, craft
reminds us that good things are worth the

wait.”

In a multitude of fields and techniques, from
straw marquetry to chainmail, more than 300
makers from around the globe twist tradition
into something unfamiliar and new. Fourteen of
the 40 galleries and arts organisations are
exhibiting for the first time. “Looking at South
America alone, we are exhibiting artists from
Venezuela, Cuba, Colombia, Chile and Brazil,”

says Chan.
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That breadth is impressive: ceramics alone
range from the totemic human-sized vessels of
Ghanaian artist Kobina Adusah, at Gallery
Fumi, to the minute, feather-like porcelain
elements of Ukrainian artist Valeriya Isyak’s
collages at Mia Karlova Galerie. Chan highlights
Japanese cultural platform Wajoy, showing the
radiantly glossy work of lacquer artists from
Ishikawa, who have shown “remarkable

resilience following the 2024 Noto earthquake”.
